MER - Education Scholarship Instructions

It is the intent of the region to offer region members three education scholarships as yearly
budget permits.

The scholarships offered are:

e One scholarship equivalent to the registration fee to attend an extended study program offered
through the Embroiderers’ Guild of America.

e Two scholarships, each worth $200, toward an individual Correspondence Course or Group
Correspondence Course of the applicant’s choice.

Scholarship Requirements:

e Complete the Mid-Eastern Region Education Scholarship Application

e  Submit completed form to the Region Education Chair by March 31 of the calendar year the
education opportunity will be taken.

e The applications will be reviewed and winners chosen by the Executive Board and the Region
Education Chair.

e The scholarship winners will be announced at the region spring meeting. Winners will be notified if
not in attendance.

e Scholarship winners must write an article for the MER Messenger after the conclusion of the course.

e Scholarships will not be paid until all requirements have been met.
